Let’s go to Bogota “The South American Athens  

 
 Transportation in/out from the airport to the hotel. 
 2 nights stay at hotels of the same or suggested categories. Double, twin or multiple 
accommodation. Breakfasts are included.  

 Tour to Zipaquira Cathedral, which is the first declared Colombian Wonder; it is an 
old salt mine, that was transformed into a church and represents the perfect 
relationship between men’s creations, nature wonders and God. In this tour, 
visitors will have the chance to walk through the tunnels and get to know the great 
salt stations of the Way Of The Cross, and them, go to the deepest part of the 
church. In addition, it will be possible to see the dome and the one of the tallest 
crosses of the church (15 meters high). Additionally, visitors will enjoy a great 
typical Colombian lunch, and after that, enjoy a walk around the streets and houses 
of the city of Zipaquira. Colonial architecture, colorful streets, main central point 
and surroundings will be experienced.  

 



 
 

 
 

This tour includes Transportation from Bogota, private driver, access to the Salt 
Cathedral, typical lunch, touristic bilingual guidance and walking around the 
historic center of Zipaquira (Plaza de los comuneros and the historical center). 
 
Length:  6 hours.

Our city tour offers a wide and 
realistic perspective of Bogota. During this tour you will have the chance to visit 10 
different places, we will stop, accessing each and every single one of those places, 
we will inform you about the customs and stories related to politics and social facts 
that have marked the history of the city and Colombia as well.

Places to be visited: Monserrate Mountain, Bogota historic center, La candelaria, 
Plaza Bolivar, Gold museum, International center, Botero Museum.   
 
This tour includes transportation from the hotel in Bogota, private driver, access to 
the Gold Museum and Botero Museum, typical lunch, bilingual guide, tickets for the 
cableway in Monserrate Mountain, historical tour around the typical center of the 
city.  
 
Length: 6 to 7 hours  
 
Destination Information: Bogota is the capital city of Colombia. It is the third 
highest city in the world (after Quito and La Paz) due to its average elevation of 
2.615 meters above the sea level. It is located in the center of Colombia, in a region 
known as La Sabana de Bogota, with is part of the Altiplano Cundiboyacense, which 
is a plateau located in the eastern cordillera of the Colombia Andes. It has a cold 
dry weather. This weather has changed and will continue changing, with seasons 
of more and less rains during the year and shorter winters and summers and mostly 
cloudy, according to IDEAM, with an average weather of 13°C. During the day, the 
lowest temperature is between 8 and 10°C, even though in the driest seasons of 
the year the temperate may decrease to less than 5°C during the early mornings.  



 
 

 
 

Let’s go to Cartagena “The Walled City” 
 

 Transportation in/out from the airport to the hotel. 
 3 nights stay at hotels of the same or suggested categories. Double, twin or 
multiple accommodation. Breakfasts are included.  

 Get to know our beautiful city in out Chiva tour and let us visit some of the the 
historic and touristic places that hold the magic of this attracting and unique 
city.  
 

Places to visit: Stop at the bay (In front of the church in Bocagrande, San Martin 
Avenue) and stop at the San Sebastian fort, which will be a moment to take 
pictures. Tour of the main touristic places (Clock tower, Conventions Center, Old 
Boots Monument and India Catalina monument), walking around the main streets 
of the historic center and a stop at the vaults.  

 
 

 Tour aroud 5 Islands: To get to know and enjoy Rosario Islands. This plan was 
designed to witness the beauties of this Natural National Park and visit some of its 
most beautiful beaches in one day. This is going to be an amazing tour. The tour 
will be performed by sport boat, with a minimum capacity of 16 people and 
maximum 21 people. 
 

This plan includes:  A tour around Rosario Islands, a stop at the Bocachica Fort 
(historical explanation), Snorkel activity with pictures is included, lunch at Coral 
private island (Isla Grande), three options: Fried fish, grilled chicken or a vegetarian 
menu; with coconut rice, smashed plantains and salad and seafood cocktail. 
Welcome at Coral Island (It depends on the availability in the island). Sunset at Isla 
Tranquila, the use of the restaurant appliances. Furthermore, if visitors like alcohol, 
there are some options to choose from: RUM, AGUARDIENTE, VODKA, BLACK AND

Riverside View, Barranquilla letters, Window to the world Monument and a short city tour 
of the city to take pictures.  
 
Destination information: Barranquilla, also known as “La Arenosa” or “Curramba La Bella”, 
is one of the major cities in Colombia and is one of the favorite destination for locals and 
foreigners. Officially declared Special, Industrial and Port district, Barranquilla is the capital 
city of the department of Atlantico. It is located by the western side of the Magdalena River, 
7,5 Kilometers away from its end in the Caribbean Sea. It is the main economic center of 
the Caribbean Region. Industry and commerce are part of its economic activities.  
 
This city, where the Magdalena River ends its path, is home to some great musicians, writers 
and painters. It is also the stage of one of the most important festivities of the country: The 
Barranquilla’s Carnival.  
 
Days in “La Arenosa” are always lived like an authentic carnival, because its happiness, 
music and traditions are felt in each and every single street. Also, the charisma and joy of 
its people attracts to all its visitors. The famous phrase of the singer Joe Arroyo “I’m staying 
in Barranquilla” reflects the feeling of most people.

Destination Information: This Archipelago, located 230 kilometers east of Central 
America and 750 kilometers north of the continental territory of Colombia, was 
declared as a World Natural Reserve “Sea flower” in 2000.  Not only does it include 
the islands and the cays, but also it conforms 10% of the Caribbean Sea, with an 
extension that is wider than 300 thousand kilometers squares.  
 
More than 40 different places to dive, one of the best beaches of the Caribbean, a 
blue, green and purple sea color and people full of joy, are some of the most 
attracting features of San Andres, Providence and Santa Catalina.  
 
Many visitors from around the world get to this paradise seeking for magical 
sunsets, white sand beaches and tall palm trees that move with the wind. All these, 
mixed with the kindness of its people, make San Andres one of the best places to 
have tropical vacation.  
 



 
 

 
 

This small paradise has been influenced by English, Spanish and pirates, leading to 
a mixture of cultures, reason why, you might listen to some citizens speaking 
creole, which is a blend of some languages such as English, Spanish and other 
African dialects.

 Tour to RECUCA: This is a plan that has been designed to make passengers visit a 
typical coffee farm where they can witness the process of coffee, get to know the 
life of the coffee growers and enjoy 100% Colombian Coffee. You will be a coffee 
grower for one day.   
 
This plan includes: Entrance tickets, transportation from the farm hotel, private 
driver and guide.

 This is a suggested itinerary. This could vary at some point, without removing 
anything from it.  

 If any circumstances, such as public order problems, this plan might be replaced. 
 Hotels chosen for this plan are high quality ones. Besides, according to the 
destination some of them could be typical hostels.  

 This plan includes American-type breakfast at the hotels and hostels. If any of the 
programs includes lunch, these ones will be offered by our operators (Not menus to 
be chosen, but they have already been established, and, if someone wishes to eat 
something different, it must be paid by the visitor). The first and last day of the tour 
do not include breakfast, also, if the time of flights and breakfast match. The visitors 
will pay breakfasts in the airports.  



 
 

 
 

 Some domestic flights will be at night or in the early morning, so visitors can take 
advantage of the time and enjoy the whole day. 

 Travel breakfasts will be: bread, jam, cheese, juice and a fruit.  
 Some of the plans we have created for you might be private or with more visitors. 
Visitors will have to go to the meeting place by their own. In some of these plans, 
our providers might offer guidance, which will be for a complete group of people. 

 The plans that have been included in this tour will be shared with some more groups, 
which means that transportation might also be shared.  

 For domestic flights, visitors will be able to carry a 20 kg luggage and a personal item, 
which cannot have rollers and can be up to 8 kg. If, by any chance, visitors bring 
more weight than that, the extra fee has to be paid by them.  

 It is important to take into account that Colombia is a developing country, also 
diverse, that has many limitations that can cause some changes od cancelations 
because of things we can’t control, such as strikes, road or airport closures because 
of government decisions, environmental or weather affections. We are not 
responsible if any cancellations occur, reason why, this will not be paid back to 
consumers.  

 Visitors will have to pay over coasts in the cases of penalties or changes made by 
them. Flight cancelations will not be responsibility of the company.  

 Due to security reasons, the travelers will have to follow all the indications from the 
guides and we will not be responsible for things that may occur if visitors decide not 
to follow these rules. 

 Fees like entry to San Andres (USD34), Tayrona National Natural Park (USD13), fee 
at the Cartagena, Santa Marta and San Andres dock USD5 each, are not included.  

 The company owns the rights to modify some programs of this itinerary, according 
to what is best to accomplish the program.
